A new album and growing new single get Ed Sheeran back in the thick of the summer hit race. His latest “Eyes Closed”
from the new album “Subtract” is the biggest riser of the week moving up five spots to #11. The song is the number
one seller and has broken into the top 20 in audio streams and callout. The panel is all over this with a top 10 (#9) rank in
airplay. Lots of multi-media exposure over the past several weeks for the star is paying off.

Luke Combs’ cover of the 80’s hit “Fast Car” continues its upward pace to join Morgan Wallen as a country crossover artist.
It moves up one to #12 on a Powers chart that doesn’t have a lot of big moves. 3rd in sales, 4th in audio streams and 9th
in callout, the airplay rank picked up a bit over last week rising two places to 34. The panel is still being cautious with the
rotation of this one. Meanwhile, female K-Pop group sensation, Fifty Fifty, is showing some staying power remaining in
the top 15 after three weeks with their single “Cupid”. It's a streaming giant ranking 3rd with video and number one with
audio and a big seller sitting at #7. It still must pick up more familiarity in callout but, with the airplay rank moving up five
spots to 29, the panel is starting to give this one a shot.

Two songs enter the top 20 for the first time this week. Bedroom pop specialist, Lizzy McAlpine, goes from 23 to 19 overall
with “Ceilings” based on top 15 numbers in video streams and callout. With an airplay rank at 25, there are enough spins
with the panel to gauge this one in the next few weeks. Still with her massive hit “Kill Bill”, SZA is the only artist to now
have two tunes in the Power top 20 with her newest “Snooze”. Streaming is the story with this song ranking 16th in
video and 13th in audio. With so much of the panel still spinning “Bill”, the airplay rank sticks at 31. Long way to go yet.

Two songs closing in on the top 20 after only a couple of weeks are Drake’s “Search and Rescue” up 5 to #21 and Singer/
Songwriter David Kushner rising ten spots to #24 with the ballad “Daylight”. Drake is there with a strong audio stream
story sitting at #6. The airplay rank of 43 lets us know that the panel is hanging back, for the most part. “Daylight” is top
15 in audio streams and in the top 20 in its first week of callout. This is another where the panel is in “wait and see” mode
although first indications are good.

The one song that just won't die is The Weekend's “Die For You” moving BACK up two spots to 7th overall after 38 weeks
on the chart. 2nd in callout and top 10, still, in streaming, the panel won't quit on it either with an airplay rank at #6. Callout
has shown some growing burn with the song, so we'll see how that affects rotations in the next couple of weeks.

The top 5 makeup has not changed although some of the places have. Miley Cyrus’ “Flowers” and Rema and Selena
Gomez' "Calm Down" are still 1-2 overall. Morgan Wallen’s “Last Night” can now be known as a country crossover hit up
to 3rd from 4th last week. The panel is still taking it somewhat slow considering the streaming, sales and callout numbers
moving up only one place to 11th in airplay. Miguel’s “Sure Thing” has become the phenomenon of the year becoming
a big hit 13 years after its original release. The song moves from 5 to 4 ranking 6th in video streams, of course, and 3rd
in callout. Finally, SZA's “Kill Bill” may have peaked as it drops two spots to #5 but it remains a streaming success and
strong at callout.

Memorial Day Weekend is ahead and the songs for the summer are starting to show some growth in positive
test scores. Jonas Brothers “Waffle House” has energy. Kelly Clarkson’s song “Mine” possesses some good
rhythm that fits the spirit of summer. “Boys a Liar” by Pinkpantheress is another to consider when thinking
of songs that sound like summer. Those titles are all very new and don’t have the familiarity or positive test
scores to warrant high rotation ... yet. It is worth thinking of spiking them over the holiday weekend.

Songs that are continuing to test well, and have that Memorial Day to Labor Day feel include Glass Animals
song “Heat Waves.” Total Positive is at 65.1% with burn only at 11.9%. “Unstoppable” by Sia is showing a
64.9% Positive score. “I'm Good” by David Guetta and Bebe Rexha keeps hanging on with a Total Positive
score of 63.9% and only 13.8% burn. My personal pick for “The Song of Summer” is “Cinderella Snapped”
by Jax. It's only 42.7% positive to date, but is showing a 73.8% familiarity. That means it's getting a lot of
exposure. Familiarity should start to show bigger positives.

“Creepin’” by Metro Boomin’ continues to lead as the best researching song Nationally. It drops to #9 in the
Northeast and to #3 in the West. The song is #1 in the Midwest and South. “Stay” by The Kid Laroi is #1 in
the Northeast and “Bad Habits” by Ed Sheeran pulls the #1 spot in the West. “Heat Waves” by Glass Animals
is a highly familiar song that shows only 11.1 in Total Burn using the National panel. The region with the most
burn on that song is at 15.3 in the South.

Miley Cyrus song “Flowers” stands out as a very strong tune. She has a 65.4% positive score nationally. It's
testing stronger with women 33-39 showing a 67.7% Total Positive, but the younger female cell 25-32 is at
62.9% Total positive. The song is Top-10 or better in every region, but the West has the tune ranked as the
#3 best testing song this week.

Crispy Critters ... songs showing burn at a concerning level ... is really NO ONE. Until a song hits 20% burn,
it's arguable that it's hurting your station. Although, slowing down a song at 15.0% and above makes sense.
Harry Styles “As It Was" is showing the highest Tired Of score at 15.8%. Right behind that one is “Levitating”
by Dua Lipa at 15.7%. “Sunroof” by Nicky Youre has a Burn score of 14.2% and Lizzo “About Damn Time”
comes in at 14.1% burn. Miley’s song “Flowers” is also at 14.1% Burn.

UNDERSTANDING EACH OF THE 6 KEY COMPONENTS

CHARTS/POWERS:

1 AIRPLAY is calculated by Trailing 14 Days of radio airplay on the Key Influencer radio
stations — Top 157 radio stations by Average Quarter Hour. Charts are weighted using
currently assigned points in Mediabase...100% point value for Morning Drive, 90% for
Afternoon Drive, 80% for Mid-days, 70% for nights, 50% for Overnights.

2 AIRSCORE: THE AIRPLAY INTEL 3.0 RETENTION SCORE predicts listener tune-in/
tune-out on song play by contemplating the trend over time relationship between local
and national airplay, local/regional callout, and audio and video streaming.

3 NATIONAL CALLOUT contemplates more than 1,000 respondents weekly in four regions
geographically equivalent over the trailing 14 days of calls.

4 STREAMING, AUDIO contemplates trailing 14 days of all streaming. Songs with

insufficient data are designated with an “x". These songs do not affect the Total Performance
Score in any way.

5 STREAMING, VIDEO contemplates trailing 14 days of all streaming. Songs with

insufficient data are designated with an “x”. These songs do not affect the Total Performance
Score in any way.

B SALES is base on 14 days trailing results. Songs with insufficient data are designated as
PENDING. Pending songs do not affect Total Performance Score in any way.

HOT ZONE / DEVELOPING

All five components listed above are contemplated. Songs moving up and increasing
significantly in TWO or more categories are designated in the Hot Zone. Other new releases
are designated as Developing.

RECURRENTS

Recurrents are a simple calculation of songs that have trended downward and no longer
qualify for Current status. Trailing 14 days are contemplated, along with 6 weeks of Retention
Data, and are computed on a 50/50 level of importance.

ACTION

Songs that are testing either in Callout or in Retention significantly higher than current
Airplay rank. These songs are considered UNDEREXPOSED and deserving generally of
greater airplay.

STREAMING AUDIO, VIDEOQ AND SALES

Streaming Audio and Video, and Sales, are based on trailing 14 days data. All major
streaming services are used wherever possible, along with sales.
